Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN #19 plenary related to CN3 matters:

1. CN3's status report given in NP-030070 was noted. The meeting report of CN3#27 (Dublin) by MCC provided in NP-030071 was also noted.

2. The liaison statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-030072. They were noted.

3. CN3's change requests were provided in the documents NP-030074 – NP-030081.  All of them were approved as provided by CN3 with the exception of the CRs in NP-030078 (SCUDIF). 
4. The SCUDIF CRs (NP-030078 and NP-030106) are remitted to CN3 and CN4 in order to study an alternative solution (see NP-030131 and NP-030143). Further, the presented CRs are based on different concepts (CN4 has introduced two different indicators for the two steps of the HLR interrogation that CN3 was not aware of). Since CN2 has already standardised a 2-step HLR interrogation for CAMEL, it is intended to clarify this question in a joint session between CN2, CN3 and CN4 at the May meeting in San Diego.
5. The CRs for TS 09.61/29.061 caused long discussion because large editorial changes were added to a minor technical change. Finally, these CRs were approved. Also some references of the form nn.nn are still in TS 29.061 that have to be removed or updated to a reference of the form nn.nnn. Some referenced specifications do not exist anymore. I would like the rapporteur to check this.

6. TR 29.962 on “Signalling Interworking between the 3GPP Profile of SIP and non-3GPP SIP usage” was presented as version 1.1.0 for information (NP-030073). CN1 will review this TR in their April meeting. CN3 can review CN1’s updates at their May meeting. The May meeting should also decide on sending this TR to SA2. CN is waiting for a version 2.0.0 for approval in June.
7. CN#19 has approved the following (new or updated) Work Items that have some impact on CN3:
- NP-030149: Emergency Call Enhancements for IP & PS Based Calls – stage 3
- NP-030115: Mn Interface between MGCF and IMS-MGW
- NP-030151: Support of MBMS in CN protocols
- NP-030116: WLAN Interworking – stage 3.
I have repeated CN3’s offer to specify the Wm reference point because CN4 has not got this information. The CN4 chairman responded that interested companies should come with contributions to CN4 in order to discuss a possible change of the work split.

CN agreed to delete the Work Item: 
- Preferred framing protocol for bearer independent CS architecture.

8. The Liaison Statement on “Radio Access Bearer for PS conversational testing” by SA4 (NP-030125) was forwarded to CN1, CN3 and CN4 for further considerations. A co-ordinated response is necessary. Therefore, related discussions on company level are desired prior to next CN WG meetings.

9. Rel-5 will be frozen at CN#20. After CN#20 nice to have CRs will no longer be allowed, essential corrections are allowed. 

10. Elections of the CN officials took place. The existing officials were re-elected per acclamation.
