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1 Introduction

In CN3#28 Meeting in San Diego, it was agreed in principle to keep track of the list of misalignments between 29.163 and Q.1912.SIP. This list, when completed and agreed, will be incorporated to an stable version of TS 29.163 as an Annex

This way CN3 will be fulfilling Plenary mandate of keeping both specification as aligned as possible, and the differences between them will be well documented and reasoned in front of the plenary. Also this future Annex will be useful for the designer community and operators to understand the main differences between 3GPP and ITU recommendations for the SIP-BICC/ISUP interworking.

2 List
Note: The following list is very preliminary and cannot be considered completed until a stable status of TS 29.163 has been reached. And update of the list can be prepared after the meeting.

2. The supplementary service COLP/COLR has been now described in ITU Q.1912. Work still ongoing in SG11.

Nortel is presenting a contribution on this topic

3. Table 9 in 29.163 is misaligned in cause 111. 

Nortel understand that the mapped value of cause111 in 3GPP is more appropriate and will act on ITU to align both tables.

4. Table 17 in 29.163 is misaligned with ITU in some entries. 
(Nortel is proposing a CR to clarify this.)
5. In ITU Q.1912 clause 7.1 Sending of INVITE, scenarios A, B, contains a useful level of detail that is not reflected in 29.163 clause 7.2.3.2.1 Sending of INVITE. This includes useful information with regard to Preconditions, that can be considered as a missing part in 29.163.  

(Nortel is proposing a CR to address this issue)
NOTE: There is a number of other misalignments that have been detected and that are discussed in other Nortel Paper. (Tdoc xxx). 

3 Conclusion
As we can see from the list above, TS 29.163 v1.5.1 is mainly aligned with ITU-T Q.1912 document. The list above may not be exhaustive and some items may have been overlooked, but it’s showing that the level of alignment is high. 

It is proposed to discuss the above list together with the rational for deviation between 3GPP and ITU-T documented, and agree it with the necessary modifications. This list will kept alive until TS 29.163 becomes stable enough as to include it in form of an Annex.
