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Introduction

SA2 has agreed stage two changes for multiplexing IP flows from different sessions in the same PDP context, refer to the LS on Multiple IMS sessions using the same PDP context, tdocN3-040109. CN3#31 decided to start an email discussion on the implications of the session multiplexing CRs approved by SA2 on CN3’s Rel-6 specifications. 

Background

Rel-5 specifications have been prepared knowing that SA2 had plans to support intersession multiplexing in Rel-6. According to the Rel-5 TS 29.207 the GGSN for example supports the handling of multiple sets of binding information received from the UE at a PDP context activation or modification, which reduces changes required for Rel-6 29.207. (Such precautions are highlighted in yellow in the attached 29.207).

SA2 has specified some limitations, for example 

(1) different AF sessions using the same PDP context shall use the same PDF, 

(2) the PDF shall send aggregate decisions (i.e. decisions for all IP flows related to the client handle) to the GGSN and 

(3) the UE shall send the sets of binding information of all IP flows of the PDP context upon updating the PDP context for some of the flows, 

which further reduce changes required for Rel-6 stage 3 specifications. 

Summary of the email discussion
The following observations were made:

1) 29.207: A number of changes is required: 

a. See the attachment. 

b. The SBLP revoke decision (subclause 5.2.1.3) can only be used in case all sessions corresponding to a client handle are released. As long as there is a single session remaining, the functionality for a removal of a media component has to be used instead. 

c. There is a dependency on the ongoing IP flow based charging work in SA2 (Stage 2 TS 23.125 on Flow based charging approved but issues, like charging correlation, still open). 

2) 29.208: Changes required: 

a. The SBLP revoke decision can only be used in case all sessions corresponding to a client handle are released. As long as there is a single session remaining, the functionality for a removal of a media component has to be used instead.
b. Some other clarifications may have to be added. 

3) 27.060: Changes required at least in two subclauses, see the attachment. 

4) 29.061: Changes not required (29.061 refers nicely to 29.207 etc.).

Request for actions

CN3 is requested to check the observations and use them as a basis for preparing relevant CRs for the next meeting.
