Scope

The present document provides the stage 3 specification of the Gq interface. The functional requirements and the stage 2 specifications of the Gq interface are contained in 3GPP TS 23.002 [2] and 3GPP TS 23.207 [3]. The Gq interface is used for session based policy set-up information exchange between the Policy Decision Function (PDF) and the Application Function (AF). 

The present document defines:

the protocol to be used between PDF and AF over the Gq interface.

Whenever it is possible this document specifies the requirements for this protocol by reference to specifications produced by the IETF within the scope of Diameter. Where this is not possible, extensions to Diameter are defined within this document.
Editor’s note: The current text in this specification represents work in progress. It is subject to change when the stage 2 specifications are further defined and analyzed. In particular, the functional split between the AF and the PDF has to be clarified before the present specification can be finalized.

4.2
Gq reference model

The Gq interface is defined between the PDF and the AF. The Gq interface may be an intra- or inter-domain interface. The PDF is in the same PLMN as the GGSN.

The relationships between the different functional entities involved are depicted in figure 4.1.
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NOTE:
For clarity in the diagram, network elements that are not involved in service-based policy are not presented here (e.g. radio network elements, SGSN, etc).

5.1.1 Initial authorization of QoS resources

When receiving an AF session signalling message initiating a new AF session, the AF requests an authorization for the session from the PDF by sending AA-Request message containing INITIAL_REQUEST_WITH_SESSION_DESCRIPTION or INITIAL_REQUEST_WITHOUT_SESSION_DESCRIPTION indication in the Session-Authorisation-type AVP . The AF shall include the Session-Description AVP into the message if SDI is already available at the AF. The AF may also include the AF-Charging-Identifier AVP into the message for the charging correlation purposes.

The AF receives Authorisation-Token AVP from the PDF in the AA-Answer message. The usage of Authorisation-Token(s) is application dependent.
