Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN#24 plenary related to CN3 matters:

1. 
CN3's status report given in NP-040234 was noted. The meeting reports of CN3#31bis (Sophia Antipolis) provided in NP-040235 and CN3#32 (Zagreb) provided in NP-040236 by MCC were also noted.

2. 
The liaison statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-040237. They were noted.

3. 
CN3's change requests provided in the documents NP-040238 – NP-040242, NP-040244 and NP-040247 were approved as provided by CN3.

4. 
NP-040246 (N3-040243: CR 29.061 on Packet Filters on the Gi Interface) was referred back to CN3. Nokia presented an alternative proposal in NP-040279 that was rejected. However, CN3 should again discuss this CR, if Nokia bring additional details on the concerns they have. The point of discussion is where the packet filters that are forwarded to the AAA server via the Gi interface may come from, either via the Gn interface only (Nokia) or via Gn and Go interfaces (existing CN3 CR).
5. 
TS 29.209 on “Policy Control over Gq Interface” (NP-040243) presented for information was noted. 
6. 
CN#24 has approved CN3’s new WID on “Gx interface specifications for flow based charging” (NP-040245). Due to late completion date in December 2004, SA#24 will be asked to give extra time for this Work Item to be able to complete it for Rel-6.

7. 
The updated WID on “WLAN – 3GPP interworking” in NP-040224 presented by CN4 was approved by CN#24. It was clarified that CN4 is responsible for the appropriate work distribution among the CN WGs for this Work Item. There are more investigations necessary in order to decide where the stage 3 work for the new interfaces should be done.
8. 
CN#24 was informed that SA2 has created a new WID on “E2E QoS Enhancements” (SP-040326) that may have some impact on CN3’s work. 

9. 
It was confirmed that the CN3#34 meeting will take place in Pusan, Korea, 15 – 19 November, 2004.

This is the last notice I send out. I wish Ragnar, the new CN3 Chairman, and CN3 all the best for the future.
