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1. Introduction

SA2 thanks GERAN2 on their LS “GERAN Assumptions on common MBMS Information Elements”. SA2 has discussed the relation between MBMS Session Duration and the transmission time over the radio interface and come to the following conclusion: The ‘transmission time over the radio’ is the ‘session duration’ minus ‘start delay’ and any ‘stop time’. 
The ‘start delay’ is the time between a Session Start message and the start of the actual MBMS data. The ‘stop time’ is the time between end of MBMS data and the subsequent Session Stop message. The ‘stop time’ is not specified and has no specified value but should be an implementation specific time that might not always be zero.

Regarding the GERAN2 working assumption of the definition and length of the MBMS Session Duration information element. The SA2 understanding is that MBMS sessions may have durations in the range from a few seconds to many hours or days. An indicated session duration should also have a possible value indicating an ‘indefinite’ length. It is SA2’s understanding that it is XXXX WG that defines the format of the Session Duration parameter passed in the Session Start message.
