Interface between an SGSN and a BSC.

Gi
Reference point between Packet Domain and an external packet data network.

Gmb
Reference point between GGSN and BM-SC.

Gn
Interface between two GSNs within the same PLMN.

Go
Interface between a GGSN and a PDF.

Gp
Interface between two GSNs in different PLMNs. The Gp interface allows support of Packet Domain network services across areas served by the co-operating PLMNs.

Gs
Interface between an SGSN and MSC.
Ph
Interface between HSS/HLR and Presence Network Agent.

Pc
Interface between MSC Server/VLR and Presence Network Agent.

Pg
Interface between SGSN and Presence Network Agent.

Pk
Interface between GGSN and Presence Network Agent.

Pp
Interface between PDG and Presence Network Agent.

Pr
Interface between 3GPP AAA Server and Presence Network Agent.
Iu
Interface between the RNS and the core network. It is also considered as a reference point.

R
The reference point between a non-ISDN compatible TE and MT. Typically this reference point supports a standard serial interface.

Um
The interface between the MS and the fixed network part in A/Gb mode. The Um interface is the A/Gb mode network interface for providing packet data services over the radio to the MS. The MT part of the MS is used to access the GSM services through this interface.

Uu
Interface between the mobile station (MS) and the fixed network part in Iu mode. The Uu interface is the Iu mode network interface for providing packet data services over the radio to the MS. The MT part of the MS is used to access the UMTS services through this interface.

13b
Interworking with Presence

13b.1 General

Interworking with Presence enables collecting presence status information (presentity) of both PLMN and WLAN users by other parties. This may use existing functionalities for interworking between PLMN and WLAN, or between PLMN and PDN.
Interworking with Presence for collecting 3GPP users presentity information goes through Ph, Pc, Pg and Pk interface.
Interworking with Presence for collecting WLAN users presentity information goes through Pr and Pp interface. 
13b.2 Interworking with Presence for PLMN user

13b.2.1 Interworking between HSS/HLR and Presence Network Agent (Ph)
Ph interface uses existing functionalities for Sh interface (ref. [5]).
13b.2.2 Interworking between MSC Server/VLR and Presence Network Agent (Pc)
Pc interface uses the same functionalities defined in [6].
13b.2.3 Interworking between SGSN and Presence Network Agent (Pg)

Pg interface uses the same functionalities defined in [6].
13b.2.4 Interworking between GGSN and Presence Network Agent (Pk)
Pk interface uses existing functionalities in Gi interface based on Radius protocol.

13b.3 Interworking with Presence for WLAN user

13b.3.1 Interworking between 3GPP AAA Server and Presence Network Agent (Pr)
Pr interface is diameter based and reuses existing functionalities for Wx interface (ref. [4]).
13b.3.2 Interworking between PDG and Presence Network agent (Pp)
Pp interface uses the same functionalities as Pk interface.
