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S2 introduced very late an inter-SGSN suspend-resume functionality in 23.060 R99.

In Puerto Rico, (may 2001) Ericsson presented a CR to align 29.060 to the stage 2 specification.

However, considering the late stage this addition of feature to R99 was presented, CN4 agreed an attempt to move this to R4 was reasonable thing to do, if a Rel-4 Backward compatible solution could be defined. This is a precondition for the endorsement of CN4 of company-generated CRs to S2 to move inter-SGSN suspend-resume functionality to Rel-4. 

Lucent is presenting at this meeting a set of CRs allowing for 2 possible alternative solutions meeting the requirements set by CN4 in Puerto Rico:

N4-010810 defines a solution based on extension headers and reuse of SGSN context Request message.

Backward compatibility is achieved using the built in extension headers capability (a node not supporting the extension headers would have to send back the list of the supported extension headers)

N4-010811 defines a solution based on the introduction of new messages in Rel-4 

Backward compatibility is achieved via the introduction in R99 of a message not supported indication message, proposed in N4-010808.

If CN4 will endorse one of these 2 solutions, it will be possible to generate CRs for the SA2 meeting in August to move the 

feature to Rel-4.
