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CN4 have agreed to develop the protocols for Cx, Dx and Sh interfaces as IETF vendor specific Diameter applications, where the vendor is 3GPP. The vendor identifier assigned by IANA to 3GPP (http://www.isi.edu/in-notes/iana/assignments/enterprise-numbers) is 10415.

3GPP TS 29.229 specifies the protocol details for Cx and Dx interfaces. 3GPP TS 29.329 specifies the protocol details for Sh interface.

Currently, in 3GPP TS 29.229, CN4 have made use of:

· Application identifier: 1.

· Command codes: 1 to 6.

· AVP codes: 1 to 24.

· Result codes: 2001 to 2004 and 5001 to 5007.

Currently, in 3GPP TS 29.329, CN4 have made use of:

· Application identifier: 2.

· Command codes: x to y.

· AVP codes: w to z.

· Result codes: ….

If other TSG WGs make use of Diameter and develop their own applications, we face the risk of problems in the management of the namespaces (application identifiers, command codes, AVP codes, result codes) that would lead to interoperability problems.

CN4 kindly requests other CN TSGs that plan to use Diameter in the same way as CN4 are doing, to review the mentioned specifications in order to avoid possible overlappings. If that were possible, the safest way would be that application identifiers different from 1 and 2 are used by other TSGs.

CN4 kindly requests to be informed if other TSG WGs are defining 3GPP specific applications of Diameter. References to the documentation where such applications are defined would be very useful for CN4.
