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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA5 and CN4 for their liaison statements on the transfer of the IMS Charging ID to the SGSN.  SA2 understands that SA5s liaison is motivated by efficient processing of CDRs. However SA2 would like to confirm the statement from S2-020876: The ICID should not be transferred to the SGSN. 

The reasons for this decision include:
· There should be only one possibility to provide charging correlation between GPRS and IMS. For this purpose the GPRS Charging IDs are transferred to the IMS rather than vice versa. SA2 would like to point out that the correlation mechanism works even if only SGSN-CDRs are used. Transmitting the ICID to the SGSN would open the door for an alternative correlation mechanism, which might lead to inter-operability issues in multi-vendor environments. 

· Both SA2 and CN4 have spent some effort to design protocols to support IMS access with Release 4 SGSNs. 

· Multiple IMS sessions may use the same PDP context.  Even if multiple ICIDs are transferred to the SGSN in this case, the SGSN cannot associate the IP flows to ICIDs.
