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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CN1 for their liaison statement on persistent dialogs for unregistered users. SA2 has discussed the scenario and would like to make the following comments:

1) SA2 confirms that the S-CSCF is assigned by the I-CSCF at initial registration, as described in 23.228. This includes the possibility to assign a S-CSCF different from the one currently known in the HSS (e.g. as a result of a previous assignment for unregistered services). SA2 would like to ask CN4 to confirm that their specifications support this requirement.

2) SA2 understands that the issue identified by CN1 concerning the S-CSCF for persistent dialogues requires architectural considerations, and SA2 started to analyse it. SA2 will inform CN1 and CN4 as soon as it has reached a conclusion.
