Preferred Framing Protocol
The optional feature for requesting a preferred framing protocol is described for non-TrFO calls in [8]. For TrFO calls two options exist:

i) One codec list is negotiated which can be supported on both the Preferred Framing Protocol and the default framing protocol. This means that nodes shall remove codecs that are only supported by the default framing protocol. The existing codec negotiation procedures and IEs shall be used.

ii) A separate Preferred Framing Codec List may be included along with the Preferred Framing Protocol request. If the Preferred Framing protocol is supported by receiving nodes then the Codec List is negotiated according to the codecs supported by the framing protocol. In addition a codec list according to the ITU-T BICC procedures may be included for the codecs to be handled in the case that the default framing protocol is selected.
The protocol information elements for the Preferred Framing Protocol and Preferred Framing Codec List are defined in [6].
5.10.1
Initiating Node
If OoBTC is combined with Preferred Framing Protocol request the node may include a Preferred Framing Codec List which includes codecs in preferential order (first in the list, highest preference) which may be used for the preferred framing protocol. The node may also include a ‘default’ codecs list according to the procedures in 5.2 which contains codecs only applicable for the default framing protocol. If only the Preferred Framing Codecs List is included then this shall imply that only OoBTC procedures apply if the Preferred Framing Protocol is supported/selected. If only the ‘default’ Codecs List is included then the codecs in this list shall be supported for both the default framing protocol and the preferred framing protocol.
The selected framing protocol shall be received within the APM that includes the Selected Codec & Available Codecs List.
5.10.2

Transit Node

If OoBTC is combined with Preferred Framing Protocol request the Server shall also be prepared to receive Preferred Framing Codec List, a ‘default’ codecs list or both. It shall remove any codecs that it does not support on the preferred framing protocol from the Preferred Framing Codec list if this is received and remove any codecs from the ‘default’ codecs list that it does not support on the default framing if this is receive along with the Preferred Framing Codecs List. If only the ‘default’ Codecs List is received then the server shall remove codecs that is does not support on both Preferred Framing protocol and the default framing protocol. The server shall forward the Preferred Framing Protocol request along with the  Codecs List(s). If the Server does not support the preferred framing protocol and proceeds with the default framing protocol if it received a Preferred Framing Codecs List it shall discard this list and proceed with either no codec negotiation if no ‘default’ codec list was received or proceed with only the ‘default’ codec list if both lists were received. If only the ‘default’ Codecs List was received then the server shall remove any codecs that it cannot support on the default framing.
The selected framing protocol shall be received from its succeeding node within the APM that includes the Selected Codec & Available Codecs List, it shall then forward the Selected Framing Protocol to its preceding node within the APM that includes the Selected Codec & Available codecs list.
5.10.3
Terminating Node

If OoBTC is combined with the Preferred Framing Protocol Request, the server shall also be prepared to receive a Preferred Framing Codec List, a ‘default’ codecs list or both.  If the preferred framing protocol cannot be selected and it receives a Preferred Framing Codec List it shall discard the Preferred Framing Codec List and if in addtion it received a ‘default’ Codec List it shall remove any codecs not supported and select the preferred codec (and modes) from the list. If only the Preferred Codecs List is received then the call shall continue without OoBTC. 
If the preferred framing protocol is selected and a Preferred Framing Codec List is received then any codecs not supported by the server for the preferred framing protocol shall be removed and the preferred codec (and modes) shall be selected. If only the ‘default’ Codecs List is received the server shall remove any codecs not supported by the node for the preferred framing protocol from this list and select the preferred codec (and modes). The codecs supported by the preferred framing protocol shall be returned in the Available Codecs List. The Selected Framing protocol is returned within the APM containing the Selected Codec & Available Codecs List.
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
