this is again an "e-mail reply" on a CN4 LS.

You sent us the LS on "Handling of Unsuccessful RAB assignment modify"

(N4-021322; to: RAN3, cc: -)

RAN3 did perform an review of 25.413 (Rel-4 and Rel-5) last meeting and

detected missing statement wrt to the issue outlined in the LS already.

The text we introduced in the RAB Assignment procedure is as follows:

"If the UTRAN failed to modify a RAB it shall keep the RAB as it was

configured prior to the modification request."

We assume that the RNC will send a RAB Release Request, if it was not able

to come back to the old RAB configuration. But it was decided to avoid to

describe interaction between two RANAP-Elemenatary Procedures (which is done

only in rare and important cases).

It has been also indicated, that the change to RANAP is valid for Rel-99 as

well, but due to restrictive rules with regards to clarification-R99-CRs we

decided to do the change from Rel-4 onwards only.

The attached CR refers to the issue in the LS in the cover sheet under "B.8"

and was already approved yesterday (Thuesday) with some modifications in

section 8.19.2.
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
