7.1 ResourceID 
The ResourceIDType has been defined in Liberty ID-WSF Discovery Service Specification [10] as extension with the base as anyURI. Hence the ResourceID value shall be a URI as specified by RFC 2396 [15]. It is used to carry subscriber identities and other general resource identifications. 

Different types of subscriber identities may be specified as follows: 

· IMSI as "GUP:/"<digits>"/IMSI". Maximum 15 digit may be given according to TS 23.003 [18]. E.g. GUP:/445566778899/IMSI

· MSISDN as "GUP:/+"<digits>"/MSISDN" i.e. E.164 international number format is used according to TS 23.003 [18]. E.g. GUP:/+443344556677/MSISDN
· IMS private identity as "GUP:/"<NAI>"/IMPI". Network Access Identifier (NAI) is defined in RFC 2486 [17] and TS 23.003 [18]. E.g. GUP:/john.johnson@abc.operator-wxyz.com/IMPI
· IMS public identity as "GUP:/"<SIP address>"/IMPU" where the SIP address is as specified by RFC 3261 [16]. E.g. GUP:/sip:john.johnson@operator-wxyz.com/IMPU
· SMTP e-mail address as "GUP:/"<SMTP address>"/SMTP" where the SMTP address is as specified by RFC 2821 [19]. E.g. GUP:/john.johnson@coolmail-wxyz.com/SMTP
· Generic data reference as GUP:/<Identification string>/GEN e.g. GUP:/av23asd46fjh230dm/GEN
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
