8.1.8.1
General Description

When the GUP Server selects the redirect mode the RedirectResponse Element is sent by the GUP Server to the Applications. 
The information conveyed in the response is placed in a RedirectResponse XML element in the message.
8.1.8.2 RedirectResponse Element 

· Status (M)

· Indicates the result of the executed operation. The Status element contains: an error code, data reference and comment elements. See the subclause 9.1.10 Error handling and common error types for the detailed description.
· CompRedir (M)

· The CompRedir element contains the GUP Component specific redirect related information. The CompRedir element has one or more Comp elements which have two child elements (RAFAddr and ResourceID) describing the redirect related information for each requested GUP Component. The content of the Comp element is also allowed to have extensions. The ResourceID can be optionally given e.g. if it is not the same as provided in the request.
· Extension (O).

Redirect Response Data Document

This subclause gives an XML example of the RedirectResponse element.

Assume we have a redirect response with the redirect information of two GUP Components: IMS Subscription and MMS related user data. Note that the information in the GUP components in the example XML document is not based on any existing XML schema. The request included only one QueryItem ‘ProfQ2’. The corresponding XML Schema (the GUP Procedures Schema) is found in the Annex C.
