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1. Introduction

The syntax of aaa: and aaas: URI schemes is defined originally in the Diameter base protocol RFC 3588. It is called there DiameterURI. However these schemes weren’t registered in IANA. In order to make the IANA registration a new protocol independent AAA URI Internet Draft was created.  The new draft updates also the syntax and semantics of the URI to be compliant with the generic URI syntax specified in the RFC 2396.

The latest version of the AAA URI Internet Draft is attached with this document and it can be downloaded also from http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-ietf-aaa-uri-00.txt .

2. Use of AAA URI in CN4 Diameter applications

The DiameterURI syntax is specified to be used in the following places in Cx/Dx and Sh/Dh:

· in the Primary-Event-Charging-Function-Name, Secondary-Event-Charging-Function-Name, Primary-Charging-Collection-Function-Name and Secondary-Charging-Collection-Function-Name AVPs within the Charging-Information grouped AVP in Cx. 

· in the tDiameterURI in the XML schema of Sh. 

· in the Redirect-Host AVP in Dx and Dh. 

3. Proposed actions

The CN4 participants are invited to review the new Internet Draft and to give possible comments in the IETF’s AAA mailing list.

And because the new AAA URI Internet Draft updates the DiameterURI syntax and semantics, the CN4 has to agree which definitions of the AAA URI the Cx/Dx and Sh/Dh specifications have to support, in order to guarantee the interoperability of implementations. Both rel-5 and rel-6 have to be considered.
