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During its discussions on work item BARS (Bandwidth and Resource Savings) SA2 has identified that the currently listed Configurations for the AMR Codec Types do not provide sufficient confidence that end-to-end transcoding free operation between GERAN and UTRAN can be established. Furthermore, handovers between GERAN and UTRAN on one side may cause In-Call-Modifications within the Core Network and the other radio interface.

The attached document S2-041024 provides a detailed background for this problem.

Given the high importance of GERAN-UTRAN calls and handover between GERAN and UTRAN SA2 proposes that the relevant 3GPP standardisation groups cooperate to agree on one common Configuration for the AMR Codec Types that can be used on all channels in GERAN and UTRAN and that resolves this interworking problem.

This AMR Configuration should then be integrated into the relevant 3GPP specifications and should be give a dominant importance. This configuration would be preferred in systems supporting TFO and/or TrFO.
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
