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1. Overall Description:

CN4 thank SA5 for the response on the LS on the impact of Shared Public Identities on the Sh Interface.  CN4 have studied the response and would like to inform SA5 that given the current relationships between IMS Public and Private Identities, it will not be possible to keep a different set of charging function addresses for Private User IDs that share a common Public User ID.  Without this restriction, charging data that corresponds to the same IMS subscription could be sent using a different set of charging addresses which could in turn result in the failure to correlate the charging records associated with the shared Public User identity.

Since the Private User ID is not always available to be associated with the charging information, the Public User ID must be used in these cases to identify the subscription.  If this Public User ID is linked to two or more Private User IDs with different sets of charging addresses, the HSS will not know which charging addresses to select to send to the AS.  Therefore, within a subscription, all Public Id’s and Private Id’s must use the same set of Charging Addresses.  This conclusion maps directly to one of the two possibilities that SA5 pointed out in their LS.

CN4 note that the selection of this approach results in a requirement for a single Charging Function node to be able to handle different charging schemes for Public Identities that exist within the same subscription.  This however, would seem to be a requirement before the decision to associate a single set of Charging Function Addresses with each IMS subscription.
