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1 Introduction

The TSG CN#07 Plenary agreed to introduce OSA within Release 99 with the exception of the a number of open issues to be addresses, identified by the CN OSA Ad Hoc (renamed to CN Working Group 5), NP-000058 and by a contribution from Nokia (Finland), NP-000172. The CN#07 Plenary noted that considerable progress has been made for the OSA Stage 3 specifications, which were noted by the CN Plenary. However, the following issues are expected to be completed for the next TSG CN Plenary (i.e. CN#08):

· Specific formats of a number of network specific parameters needs to be specified (i.e. bearer capabilities, call interworking indicators, service code, tele services, call party category) 

· Call related charging aspects needs further specification on parameter level. Interface classes and methods are already specified within TS 29.198. 

· the set of parameters are stable, however, some OSA R'99 service drivers might request additional parameters and these will be expected as CRs.
· Non-Call Related Charging (i.e. GPRS & SMS related charging)

· User Profile Management

· FW – SCS API i/f

The TSG SA#07 Plenary ratified the OSA stage 2 specification, TS 23.127. This TS 23.127 is now under change control (i.e. version 3.0.0). The TSG SA Plenary requested SA2 and TSG CN to continue the study of the open issues; this probably includes the three missing items highlighted in Tdoc SP-000095 and open issues highlighted in Tdoc NP-000058 (status of the Stage3). Investigations to improve and to fix possible open items in the stage 3 specification will be done by CN experts. 

TSG SA urges TSG-CN to review the approval status of the OSA Stage3 based on the contents of the VHE/OSA stage2 specification. 

TSG SA agreed that the status of the Release 99 VHE/OSA open issues is reviewed at SA#8 and, the additions could, if approved, be added to become part of the Release 99 specification set.

Proposed Way Forward

The coming meeting will discuss contributions related to the following:

· Corrections to release 99

· Identified open issues

· New capabilities for R’00

It is proposed to have a high priority to handle the misalignment between the OSA specifications (i.e. stage 1, 2 and 3). If the misalignment is resolved, it is proposed to request CN to have an email correspondence approval of the stage 3 specifications to ensure overall consistency of the OSA specifications.

It is proposed to have a clear separation between R’99 and R’00 discussions.

It is proposed to label the open issues to Release 2000. However these issues will have highest priority within the Release 2000 discussions. 

It is proposed to have a joint meeting with S2 & CN5#03 to identify which open issues has been cleared and can be agreed for inclusion into Release 99. This will be handled as a set of CRs to the approved specifications.
