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With this liason statement 3GPP CN5 and ETSI SPAN 12 would like to inform the new Parlay Framework Working Group of the work that has been done in the area of the Parlay / OSA Framework.

In addition the group would like to inquire whether the new Parlay Working Group is interested in including the work on the Framework in the joint 3GPP/ETSI/Parlay/JAIN work that currently covers the Call Control area.

This package contains the current working documents of the joint group 3GPP CN5, ETSI SPAN12, Parlay and JAIN, related to the OSA (Parlay) Framework. Documents describing the modifications to the Framework in Parlay 2.1 are included. The joint group would like to ask the new Parlay Framework Working Group to take this information into account, and to consider it as the starting point of a model driven, joint activity like the one that is taking place for Call Control.

This package consists of:

· A document that contains the current Framework as discussed in the joint group, which is fully in line with the Framework in OSA release 99. (The OSA Framework includes all Application – FW interfaces of the Parlay 2.1 Framework as well as the Service Registration and Service Factory interfaces.) This document has been generated from a Rational Rose model, which is the common working tool for the joint OSA activities. At this moment the document is under construction and is not (yet) included in the package. However we have included the current specifications for OSA release 99 (23.127 and 29.198).

· A set of short documents that describe modifications or clarifications to the last Framework version, that the joint group would like to incorporate in the specification, and provide to the Parlay Consortium as feed-back.

· Document “N5-000254” proposes a refinement to the definition of the parameter TpAccessType.

· Document “N5-000256” proposes a refinement to the definition of the parameter TpInterfaceName

· Documents “N5-000291” and “N5-000292” propose to remove the parameter serviceProperties in the method selectService().

· Document “N5-000298” proposes a description for a number of security parameters, currently only defined as strings.

· Document “N5-000299” proposes a refinement to the definition of the parameter TpAuthType

· Document “N5-000331 CR_TpDomainID” corrects a mistake in the definition of the parameter TpDomainID.

· Document “N5-000333” contains an example that describes the process of registration and discovery of Parlay/OSA services, and the use of service type descriptions in that process.
