Introduction

The application side manager interface of Account Management contains the reportNotification method, which specifies appAccountManager as an out parameter. In similar application side manager interfaces, such as for instance the Call Control manager interface, the reportNotification method reports the occurrence of a network event, as well as the creation of an object in the gateway that represents an entity in the network for which the event was reported (e.g. an IpCall object). With Account Management this is slightly different. It is still the case that the occurrence of a network event is reported (e.g. Account Zero), however there is no creation of an object involved, i.e. no Account object is created. The factory pattern does not apply to this interface. For this reason the analogy between the reportNotification methods across the manager interfaces does not apply to the appAccountManager out parameter of IpAppAccountManagement.reportNotification.

Lucent Technologies kindly requests the meeting to approve the proposed modification.

Resultant Changes

The text in section 8.2 of DES/SPAN-120070 Part 11 should be modified to reflect the removal of the appAccountManager out parameter.

Method

reportNotification()

This method is used to notify the application of a charging event. 

Parameters

chargingEventInfo : in TpChargingEventInfo

Specifies data associated with this charging event. These data include the charging event being notified, the current value of the balance after the notified event occurred, and the time at which the charging event occurred.
assignmentId : in TpAssignmentID

Specifies the assignment ID that was returned by the createNotification() method. The application can use the assignment ID to associate events with event-specific criteria and to act accordingly.
