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During the course of preparation of ES 201 915 for publication, a number of editorial issues were discovered.  Many of them do not require the attention of the joint meeting, and are within the remit of the ETSI editors to correct.

However some issues are worthy of attention, and others were not modified in this edition but might need to be for future editions.

1. Some of the Data Types clauses in part 4 (perhaps also other parts) refer to the existence of Hyperlink text in the data types.  Hyperlinks were never inserted consistently, in many cases the links are broken.  They are being systematically removed, so consequently this text should be removed for Parlay 3.1:

This document is written using Hypertext link, to aid navigation through the data structures. Underlined text represents Hypertext links.

2. Mobility, Part 6:  Properties clause refers to GSM 09.02.  Both ETSI and 3GPP specs. should refer to 3GPP  version of this specification, not old GSM specifications.  There is no LCS content in 09.02, instead it is in 3GPP 29.002.  Furthermore, the definition of LCS Client Type does not exist in 29.002, despite what is claimed in 29.198-6.

A CR has been developed to do this for Rel 4/Parlay 3.1.

3. Some of the sequence diagrams in the documents are unreadable when printed or displayed at 100% A4 size.  ETSI publishes documents in PDF format, which permits expansion on screen, but even in the conversion from Word to PDF, some definition is lost and so displaying at say, 200%, is not always sufficient.  Note that some sequence diagrams will be published in landscape format, which will help overcome part of this problem.

Suggestion: 
For a future version, these over-sized sequence diagrams could be re-drawn to split them into 2 or 3 consecutive sequences.

4. Clause 4 of Part 2 is meaningless.  It is also un-necessary. 

Proposal:  I propose that something slightly more meaningful be inserted here for a future release, or that there is a re-organisation of Clauses 4 and 5, bringing clauses 5.1 and 5.2 into Clause 4, swapping the names of Clauses 4 and 5, 

5. The ETSI version of Generic Call Control (ES 201 915-4 clause 6) contains both the ETSI/Parlay and the 3GPP STDs for IpCall.  It also contains the duplicated full state descriptions of those states common to ETSI/Parlay and to 3GPP, and for some states, where the text differs, contains both the ETSI/Parlay text, and the 3GPP text.

Proposal:  Delete the following parts from ES 201 915-4 for Parlay 4:  

Clause 6.4.2:  Delete the first STD for 3GPP.

Clauses 6.4.2.1 to 6.4.2.6 inclusive:  Delete these clauses

Clause 6.4.2.12 (1 Party in Call State):  Delete the sentence: “For 3GPP, the following text applies:” and all subsequent text.
