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The following text is proposed as content for an input to the CN Plenary, ETSI Plenary and Parlay Board of Directors to make these bodies aware of the decision taken by the CN5 work group on the definition of Web Services for OSA.

In the past three years, Web Services has emerged as a broadly requested technology realization within the telecom community. Requirements in this area have been addressed with two technology initiatives, one to provide a WSDL realization of the existing OSA specifications by directly mapping the present OSA specifications to a WSDL representation. The second initiative focused on an abstraction approach, where Web Services technologies were applied in the creation of WSDL definitions.
Experience with the dual initiative shows that the two have become much closer over time, and the market place has preferred to focus on the Parlay X Web Services approach for accessing OSA resources.

Thus, it is recommended that the Web Services approach for OSA be focused on the continued development of the Parlay X Web Services specifications, and that the existing OSA WSDL realization no longer be continued. Following this recommendation, new requirements for Web Services against OSA will be covered in the OSA stage 1 and stage 2 documents, and stage 3 will be addressed in the Parlay X Web Services specification set.
