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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT WG6 (CT6) received LSs from both 3GPP TSG CT #32 and ETSI TC SCP#26 and discussed the topic on the high speed UICC interface again at the last meeting (CT6#40). 

CT6 was given the mandate by CT, which was also confirmed by SA, to review the output of the SCP plenary meeting #26 and to take actions in order to select a single interface.

CT6 created a Work Item Description (WID) to kick off the technical work on the HSP within 3GPP. Please find this WID in the attached document for your information. Please note that the deadline for the completion of the work is scheduled for CT plenary meeting #34. This implies that all technical proposals that 3GPP may choose from will have to be made available for the next CT6 meeting #41.
In order to continue the discussion in 3GPP, and in order to avoid duplication of work between CT6 and SCP, SCP is asked to support CT6 by following one of the below proposals:
Proposal 1: SCP to agree on only one technical solution for a HSP and approve the respective specification.

If proposal 1 cannot be agreed at the next SCP plenary meeting #27, SCP is asked to decide between proposal 2 and proposal 3.

Proposal 2: SCP to agree on both USB and MMC technical proposals and leave it up to 3GPP to decide on the selection of one solution to be used within the 3GPP context. In this case both technical proposals / specifications have to be approved by SCP in order to be valid documents that 3GPP can refer to within the 3GPP specifications. If CT6 select one of the SCP proposals, CT6 ask SCP to stop further development of the not-selected proposal.
If proposal 2 is not agreeable as well, SCP is asked to follow proposal 3.

Proposal 3: Give both technical specifications (USB and MMC) a final status (e.g. “noted”) within SCP, stop all work on the documents within SCP and transfer both documents to CT6. CT6 will then use these documents as input documents to the discussion on HSP in 3GPP. Further maintenance of and the responsibility for the documents will have to be re-discussed between SCP and CT6 if a selection of a single HSP could successfully be made within 3GPP.
Please note that if proposal 3 can also not be agreed within SCP, CT6 will ask companies to provide the current status of the respective specifications on USB and MMC as input documents to the next CT6 meeting. This could lead to a potential misalignment between the documents within SCP and CT6.
