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1 Overview

Currently, the only Over-The-Air provisioning method that is available to configure an MMS capable UE is OMA Client Provisioning (OMA CP) (see reference [55] in 23.140).
OMA Device Management (OMA DM) constitutes an alternative and more advanced Over-The-Air provisioning method that can be exploited to configure an MMS capable UE. 

In order to ensure the ability to use OMA DM for MMS, an MMS Management Object (MMS MO) has to be created and incorporated into OMA MMS v1.3 specifications. An MO is an entity that is manipulated by management actions carried over the OMA DM protocol. It allows the device to present its configuration in a standardized way, allowing a DM server to be able to retrieve and manage the configuration (the parameters included in the MO).
OMA MWG MMSG agreed in principle to incorporate an MMS Management Object (MMS MO) into the OMA MMS v1.3 specifications. The creation of this object would ensure the ability to use OMA Device Management - in addition to Client Provisioning - for Over-The-Air provisioning.  

Before officially agreeing the MMS MO, OMA MMSG would like to ask 3GPP TSG-CT and 3GPP2 for positive feedback on the changes outlined in the attached CR to TS 23.140.

2 Proposal

The CR is related to 3GPP TS 23.140 R6 and its 3GPP2 equivalent specification. It adds a reference to the MMS MO and identifies OMA DM as alternate OTA provisioning method in Annex F. 

Since the MMS MO is not yet officially agreed, the attached CR cannot be formally agreed at this moment.

However, the feedback from 3GPP TSG-CT and any feedback received from 3GPP2 will condition the agreement of the MMS MO as part of the MMS v1.3 specifications and the subsequent formal agreement of the attached CR.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA MMSG kindly asks 3GPP TSG-CT to review the attached CR and provide feedback on whether the usage of OMA Device Management can be accepted as an alternate Over-the-Air provisioning method. Any feedback from 3GPP2 on this topic would also be appreciated.
