Justification

TS 23.228 defines the Iq reference point and provides Stage 2. Interface Iq is used for control of the IMS Access Gateway (IMA-MGW) which may provide NAT and NAT Traversal support functions. A correspondent Stage 3 was not yet developed. It is proposed to use the ETSI TISPAN Stage 3 specification of Ia as the source for the Iq Stage 3 definition due to the tight correlation. It may be noted that Iq Stage 2 is essentially a subset of Ia Stage 2. 

This WI should define a Stage 3 solution for Iq. The solution shall be aligned as best as possible with ETSI Ia in order to aim harmonized 3GPP/TISPAN specifications. Thus, H.248 is proposed as signalling technology for Iq, and the ETSI TISPAN H.248 Ia Profile will be used as the source for the 3GPP H.248 Iq Profile definition.
