	Task(s) within work which are not complete:
	1. The usage of an option-tag, which would indicate whether the originating UE supportes the 199 response code, is discussed in IETF. If used, the terminating UE would only send a 199 response if it has received the option-tag and this would need to be specified.
2. Parts of release 8 have extended usage of the 3GPP P-headers that are enshrined in draft-drage-sipping-rfc3455bis rather than in RFC 3455. It would therefore be appropriate to update the release 8 references.

3. How the S-CSCF determines whether the UE supports both IPv6 and IPv4 addressing simultaneously is for further study. Relates to whether the S-CSCF knows that the originating UE supports both IPv6 and IPv4 addresses simultaneously, the S-CSCF will forward the error response to the UE using the Via header."

4. How an S-CSCF finds out whether to apply procedure a), b) or c) in respect of iFC processing in subclause 5.4.3.3 is for further study. This can be required in order to provide deterministic behaviour.

5. To avoid unnecessary transcoding, means should be provided to allow terminating UE to be able to select a codec from the originating UE prior to selecting a codec inserted by the network. The way of explicitly indicating to the answerer the codecs added by the IBCF is FFS.
6. Normative text for enabling the user to prevent the sending of his public user identifiers and the location information to the PSAP (i.e. emergency response centre). 

7. Normative text for handling of an indication from the P-CSCF that the UE did not detect it made an emergency call.

	Consequences if not included in Release 8:
	The feature consists of a number of independent additions, and all these can be added or omitted as desired.
For some of them, it would mean that a stage 1 and stage 2 requirement is not met
