1.4.5 Rel-10

PCRF Failure and Restoration [FS_PCRF-FR]
This Study Item is aiming to study failure and restoration aspects of the PCRF and the related communication infrastructure. The work on the TR has progressed well, and is submitted to this plenary for approval. An LS was sent to CT4 to ask for stage 2 requirements for PCRF Restoration.
CPM-SMS Interworking [CPM-SMS]
OMA has requested 3GPP to add improvements to the IP-SM-GW functionality for the support of interworking between CPM users and SMS. The work has progressed very well and an LS was sent to OMA to inform them that CT3 considers the work as complete (ref. C3-101068).
Optimal Media Routeing [OMR]

Some CRs on basic OMR procedures were agreed. However, several discussions had to be postponed , e.g. on encoding of the SDP information and on the impact on supplementary services. It was agreed to progress the discussion by conference calls before the next meeting.
Further work on Inter-IMS NNI [II-NNI2]
At the previous meeting CT3 sent an LS to SA1 asking about  a possible classification/grouping of supplementary services intended to make the II-NNI more manageable. The reply LS was received where SA1 states that they will take the CT3 proposal into account.  The result may be documented in TS 22.173 and may be useful in future CT3 work on the II-NNI. There was also a proposal to specify a dynamic view of the SIP/SDP signaling profile at the II-NNI.  The discussion was not concluded, but an example is expected before or at the next meeting.
Call Completion Not Logged in [CCNL]
One CR to TS 29.165 was agreed to cover support of CCNL on the II-NNI.
IP Flow Mobility and WLAN Offload [IFOM-CT]

Several CRs related to PCC were agreed

TEI10

One CR to TS29.061 on IPv6 Prefix Delegation via DHCPv6 was agreed

Improved Fax support.
There was a discussion on possible improvements in the fax support in TS 29.163. Some operators indicate that there are problems with the fax service, but more input is needed before specification work can start.

1.4.6 External references

Triggered by an incoming LS from the previous plenary, several CRs were agreed in order to point to  specific versions where our specifications refer to documents owned by external bodies e.g. 3GPP2. Possibly, more work remains, but in general it was questioned whether it is worth the effort to update all external references, in particular for very old and stable specifications where no related problems have been reported.
