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1 PART 1:  Executive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

Since the last TSG CT plenary, the following  meeting has taken place:

· CT3#60     15 - 19 November 2010,  Jacksonville, USA 
We had a relatively high  workload this time (419 documents handled). Still, we managed to close the meeting around  14:30 on Friday. 
During the  meeting we had breakout sessions on  IMS/CS related topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Thomas Belling and on PCC topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Qiao Weihua.

CT3 PCC experts attended a session with CT4 on PCRF Restoration.

CT3 attended a joint session with SA2 and many other groups on MTU size.

The present status report summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of  the work in CT3. The detailed draft meeting report for CT3#60 is contained in CP-100770.

1.3 Major problems / achievements

Major problems/controversial issues
Two alternative PCC related WID proposals for Rel-10 were submitted to the meeting. After discussions, one joint, cosigned (Ericsson/Huawei) WID was agreed and is submitted to this plenary in CP-100796. However, although many decision criteria were discussed regarding the rapporteurship, no agreement could be reached and the related clause in the WID is left blank. The plenary is therefore asked to provide a decision on the rapporteurship. 
Note that the related CR work has progressed well in parallel with the WID discussions, and the CRs (CP-100791) were agreed without major controversies.
Major achievements
· 119 CRs  were agreed.
· Two new CT3 WIDs are submitted to the plenary
· Two new CT-wide Rel-10 WIDs from other groups were endorsed.
· One new TS is submitted to this plenary for information

1.4.5 Rel-10

PCRF Failure and Restoration [PCRF-FR]
CT3 have run a Study Item aimed to study failure and restoration aspects of the PCRF and the related communication infrastructure. The TR was approved at the previous plenary and CT4 have lately been discussing stage 2 requirements for the normative work on PCRF Restoration. There were CT3/CT4 discussions on the topic in Jacksonville and a WID is now proposed. It is not yet clear whether there will be an impact on stage 3 protocol specifications in CT3.  Therefore the WID ownership was moved to CT4.
Optimal Media Routeing [OMR]

Considerable effort has been put into this Work Item including conference calls between the meetings,  and good progress has been made. In Jacksonville several topics were discussed and agreed, e.g. encapsulation of SDP information and related procedures. TS 29.079 is submitted to this plenary for information.

Further work on Inter-IMS NNI [II-NNI2 and new NNI_DV]
11 CRs were agreed on the existing Work Item.
At the previous meeting it was proposed to specify a dynamic view of the SIP/SDP signaling profile at the II-NNI by including the presence conditions for the SIP header fields. The discussion had been progressed by mail between the meetings and it was now agreed to create a new Work Item. The WID (CP-100795) is submitted to this plenary for approval. In this WI, a new annex to TS 29.165 will be created. The work will be based on TS 24.229.  The first CR was discussed and agreed as a basis for further work in CT3. However, some companies felt more reviewing is needed and the CR is not submitted to this plenary.
CT3 aspects of Policy Enhancements for Sponsored Connectivity and Coherent Access to Policy related Data Bases  [PEST-CT3]
Several CRs on both Sponsored Connectivity and Data Base access (UDC) were agreed, ref. CR pack CP-100791. The three CRs on Sponsored Connectivity were conditionally agreed depending on an SA2 CR. The SA2 CR has now been agreed. Obviously, the whole CR pack is dependent on the final approval of the WID (CP-100796). 
IP Flow Mobility and WLAN Offload [IFOM-CT]

Several CRs related to PCC were agreed.
Explicit Congestion Notification [ECSRAA_LAA-CN]

Several CRs related to IMS interworking were agreed.

S2b Mobility based on GTP [SMOG-St3]

Several CRs related to PCC were agreed

Enhanced Multimedia Priority Service [eMPS-CN]

Several CRs related to PCC were agreed

Multiaccess PDN Connectivity [MAPCON-St3]
A CR on the PCC roaming interface was agreed.
MBMS support in EPS  [MBMS_EPS]

A default value was agreed for case when the time to receive MBMS data is missing.

TEI10

One CR  was agreed to enable the support of xDSL line identification on the PCC Gx interface.
Stage 3 for Network Improvements for Machine Type Communications [NIMTC]
Within the limited scope agreed for Rel-10 timeframe, it was concluded that there is no impact on CT3 specifications, and the WID was revised accordingly. CT3 approved a reply LS (CP-100798) to SA1 where it was concluded that some stage 2 work is needed before we can specify PS subscriptions without assigning an MSISDN. The LS is copied to CT for information.
Improved Fax support.
There was a proposal  to improve the interoperability of T.38 based Fax equipment in TS 29.163. It was felt that more input is needed in order to prioritize among potential tasks and the discussion is expected to continue.
1.5 Work Plan Review
The table below shows the status of  the Rel-10 Work Items at the end  of CT3#60 (Jacksonville). For WIs with non-CT3 ownership, only the CT3 part is reported. 
So far, it is believed that all the CT3 work identified for Rel-10 can be finished within the March 2011 timeframe.
