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This document is provided to detail some information on the revised CRs in CP-120162 through CP-120172.

The existing CRs into the meeting change the user-to-user signalling references to internet-drafts to two documents, one being the generic mechanism draft and one being the ISDN package draft.

Since the meeting, the ISDN package draft has been revised, and it is believe that this revision resolves one of the issues under discussion in the CT1 and CT3 working group meetings.

Alcatel-Lucent is therefore providing these revisions to see if they constitute a more acceptable set of documents for plenary approval than the existing set technically endorsed by the working groups.

The position of Alcatel-Lucent is that either the working group technical endorsed set, or this proposed revised set is acceptable, and we will support whichever set the plenary prefers. 

Alcatel-Lucent would however like to see the plenary make progress on this issue, as the referencing situation in the current drafts is unacceptable, in that the current references from different specifications are to previous versions of the draft which are incompatible with each other. Additionally one of the use cases for this capability relies on the source or destination of the UUI being in an enterprise, and enterprise vendors can be regarded as building to current IETF documents and the existing references will be incompatible with them.
