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1 PART 1:  Executive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

Since the last TSG CT plenary, the following meetings have taken place:

· CT3#68-bis     16 – 20 April,  Taipei,  TAIWAN
· CT3#69             21 – 25 May,  Kyoto,  JAPAN
The meetings have been reasonably busy, with a total of 783 documents handled. There have been breakout sessions on:  
· IMS/CS topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Thomas Belling, and
· PCC topics chaired by Vice-Chairman Qiao Weihua.

There have been joint sessions with CT4 to discuss SIRIG.
The present status report summarises the results from the meetings and presents the current status of the work in CT3. The detailed report for CT3#68-bis is contained in CP-120328 and the detailed draft report for CT3#69 is contained in CP-120329.

1.4.6 Rel-11
Please find below some highlights of the Rel-11 discussions.

Machine-Type Communication [SIMTC-Reach]

During CT3#68-bis CT3 had extensive discussions regarding the choice of protocol for the Tsp interface within the work item SIMTC-Reach. There were three candidates: Diameter, HTTP and SMPP. In order to compare the protocols, a list of requirements and characteristics was created and co-signed by a number of companies (C3-120721). However, some of the companies felt that more time was needed before they could make a final decision. Therefore, during CT3#68-bis, CT3 agreed to hold a conference call on May 3rd at 13:00 CEST with the explisit scope to establish a working assumption for the protocol choice. 
Furthermore, it was agreed that the working assumption should be based on the preference of the majority of the attending companies.  
No concerns were raised against this way forward.

During the conference call, the proposal for SMPP was withdrawn due to lack of support. The result was:

· 7 companies preferred Diameter

· 3 companies preferred HTTP
· 1 company expressed no preference

Consequently, it was agreed to have Diameter as a working assumption, and it was expected that  technical contributions to the CT3#69 meeting would be based on this. It was also agreed to leave the door open to propose other protocols, but strong support would be needed in order to make a change.

At CT3#69, good technical progress was made. The work is estimated to be 65% complete (assuming that Diameter is the final protocol choice) and the new TS 29.368 is presented to this plenary for information. CT3 aims for approval of the TS at the September plenary.
Also, at CT3#69, a proposal was raised to change to HTTP, e.g. with reference to ongoing work in ETSI TC M2M. This proposal was not agreed and in the end an LS was sent to ETSI TC M2M to inform that  the ongoing Tsp work is based on Diameter (C3-121241). 
A formal decision on the protocol choice could not be reached, i.e. the work is still progressing based on the working assumption, which implies some uncertainty. The decision may be made implicitly when TS 29.368 is approved by the plenary, unless an explicit decision is made (by CT or CT3).
Service Identification for RRC improvements in GERAN [SIRIG]

CT3 got involved in the SIRIG work when receiving an LS (C3-111714) from SA2 stating that CT3 possibly should investigate and document solution(s), keep SA2 informed and wait for SA2 feedback before any final decisions on normative specifications were made.

In joint discussions with CT4 it was agreed to propose a SIRIG solution that would have an impact on PCC. Therefore, CT3 agreed a draft  stage 2 CR (TS 23.203) that was sent to SA2 together with other SIRIG  input from CT4 (C3-120817).

However, after considerable discussions SA2 decided that any Rel-11 SIRIG solution will not impact PCC standards. Hence, CT3 is no longer involved in SIRIG and there was no need for CT3 to take part in any of the joint sessions with SA2 in this topic in Kyoto.
Service Awareness and Privacy Policies [SAPP-CT3]

This Work Item is functionally complete, however 11 corrective CRs were agreed.
CT3 Aspects of QoS Control based on Subscriber Spending Limits [QoS_SSL-CT3]
TS 29.219 was approved at the previous plenary. However, 4 CRs have been agreed, mainly corrections.
Inter-IMS NNI Option Items [NNI_OI]
For the interconnection between two operators using the II-NNI, some items need to be selected by inter-operator agreements in advance. In particular, the items which have an influence on the service interconnection fall into this category. These items are called "option items", and a list of option items is being specified to support the operators in making bilateral agreements for the service-interconnection.

7 CRs to TS 29.165 were agreed, related to e.g. forking, isub parameter, CAT models, OPTIONS method, control plane transport protocols and SDP lines.
BBF Access Interworking [BBAI_BBI-CT] and [BBAI_BBII-CT]
There has been a substantial amount of work due to PCC impacts.  Good progress has been made both on BB I (18 agreed CRs) and BB II  (17 agreed CRs).

1.4.7 Draft references in CT3 Specifications
There are several ongoing activities related to IETF drafts referenced in CT3 specifications; aimed to  replace existing drafts by new draft versions or  new RFCs, and to ensure consistency across 3GPP specifications.
