	This change was requested by the IETF expert reviewer of the 3GPP application for the IANA registration of the infoDTMF Info package.
Despite contrary wording in G.2, the MIME type "application/x-session-info" is not yet registered at IANA.

A MIME registration template is provided in a separate CR from Rel-9 onwards (as CT1 added a second usage of the MIME type in Rel-9, and this needs to be reflected in the registration template).

This change is not backward compatible.
