The HSS shall fill the Monitoring-Event-reporting AVP according to the procedures defined in 3GPP TS 23.682 [2].

If the HSS receives the DIAMETER_ERROR_SCEF_REFERENCE_ID_UNKNOWN within an RIA command, it shall delete the event stored for the indicated SCEF-Reference-ID (see 3GPP TS 23.007 [xx]).

Detailed Behaviour of the SCEF

When the SCEF receives a Monitoring Event Report AVP from the HSS with an SCEF-Reference-ID not known by the SCEF, it shall reply with DIAMETER_ERROR_SCEF_REFERENCE_ID_UNKNOWN see 3GPP TS 23.007 [xx].

Otherwise when the SCEF receives a Reporting Information Request from the HSS, the SCEF shall set Experimental-Result to DIAMETER_SUCCESS in the Reporting Information Answer and shall handle it according to the procedures defined in 3GPP TS 23.682 [2].
