DCN means dedicated core network and that if no assistance information is provided from the UE side, the information would be found in the network (as defined in the Rel-13 work on DECOR). Morpho Cards asked if the choice of the DCN would be made based on the UE capabilities and/or based on type of subscription. Ericsson clarified that the DCN-ID assistance information comes from the home PLMN and not from the visited PLMN. In the latter case, this would mean that the UPDATE access right for the DCN-ID informaiton would have to be different from ADM. The meeting decided to add TS 31.111 as a potentially impacted specification as there might be a need to enhance the PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION command as well as the OPEN CHANNEL command.
No comments, objectives have been updated in this revision to reflect the CT6 objectives.
