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Background: This discussion paper discusses a documentation issue with CR C1-165444 coming to CT#74 for approval.
Discussion:
Samsung has a documentation concern on CR C1-165444 which adds support for the registration and modification of a password to be used for call barring in IMS in Rel-14.
In CS. Password control is specified in 3GPP TS 24.010 Supplementary services specification; General aspects. This specification (among other things) specifies the general capability of password registration and password checking.
In CS, 3GPP TS 24.088 Call Barring (CB) supplementary service; Stage 3 describes the activation and deactivation of the call barring supplementary service and refers to TS 24.010 for password registration and password checking.
In IMS, we should follow the same principle, that the registration and checking of a password used for a supplementary service should be documented in a general supplementary services specification. 

Currently, C1-165444 specifies the schema and AS procedures for registration and modification of a password in TS 24.611 Anonymous Communication Rejection (ACR) and Communication Barring (CB) using IP Multimedia (IM) Core Network (CN) subsystem; Protocol specification which is the IMS Call Barring specification.

The registration of a password is a general capability that can be applied to a supplementary service (though currently only specified for the call barring service). Thus, it would be more appropriate to document the schema and AS procedures in 3GPP TS 24.623 Extensible Markup Language (XML) Configuration Access Protocol (XCAP) over the Ut interface for Manipulating Supplementary Services (with references to this functionality in 3GPP TS 24.173 IMS multimedia telephony communication service and supplementary services; Stage 3).
It would be expected that TS 24.611 would refer to the TS 24.623 for the AS procedures for password registration and password checking.

Proposal:

There are no known technical issues with C1-165444, but in our opinion, the schema and capability to register a password, and password checking needs to be specified in TS 24.623 with reference from TS 24.611 to TS 24.623 to cater for barring password registration and barring password checking. So it is recommended to send this CR back to CT1 for more discussion.
