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Background

TS 23.279 has been sent for approval at the June Plenary, the TS is therefore considered sufficiently stable to begin the specification text for the Stage 3 work.

This paper proposes specification text for description of the roles of CSI User Agent (CUA) and CSI Server (CSIS) in the TR that may be implemented by the functional entities: UA and AS.  The CUA is mandatory for the implementation of CSI, whilst the CSIS is optional.  

Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to Section 6.3.1 of the TR:

CSI User Agent (CUA)

6.3.1.1.1 General

A CUA is an entity that provides the functions to offer the simultaneous communication of CS calls and IMS sessions.
In addition to the procedures specified in subclause 6.3.1.1 the CUA shall support
