Adding MMTEL timers to the WID on improved operator control using new UE configuration parameters

1) Description:
In LS C1-161742, GSMA RILTE requested 3GPP CT1 to find a solution for the quite big timeout during VoLTE call setup caused by the SIP timers B and F. The request was discussed in 3GPP CT1#97 and a solution was agreed in introducing new timer on MMTEL level. In 3GPP TS 24.173 an optional timer was defined: RequestTimeout. The timer is activated on a request from user to establish an originating multimedia telephony communication session – when sending initial INVITE request. The timer is stopped on receipt of any SIP response. If the timer is expired, then the session should be aborted. This timer has configurable value between 5 and 15 seconds. But there is no configuration mechanism available, which could be used for remote configuration of this timer in the UE. Such configuration mechanism is needed in order to have the possibility to change this timer.
2) New implementation proposal:

This parameter is related to MMTEL basic communication and till now we already have some MOs related to MMTEL supplementary service configurations. But exist MO cannot be used and new one is needed for MMTEL basic communication. For remote configuring of the parameter OMA device management protocol can be used.
3) Conclusion:

CT1 have already a WID on improved operator control using new UE configuration parameters approved, which objective is to define new UE configuration parameters enabling better operator control and respective MOs related to MMTEL supplementary services. 

It is proposed to agree changes in this WID in order to add a MMTEL basic communication related MO.
For the next 3GPP CT1#101 new MO in new TS will be presented.
