Introduction

The purpose of this discussion document is to give an overview of the functions needed for introducing password for IMS supplementary services. During CT1#98 in Tenerife, the discussion seemed to conclude that barring is currently only needed for the barring service. Further, for interworking with CS the password needs to consist of 4 digits.

The functions that are needed to introduce password for the barring service:

a)
Change of password.

b)
Transfer of password UE to network.

c)
Indication of requirement to provide a password for a service from network to UE.

d)
Network handling of password.

Discussion
a)
It is proposed to define a new XML document for changing a password. The document will contain any conditions that can appear in a barring service condition document. The UE can then include the conditions that form the service that the new password applies to. Including no conditions at all could be interpreted as all services. This option is implemented in C1-162159.

As the change of a password is not meant to be stored in an XML schema, but rather handled by the network, the mechanism used to change the password is an HTTP POST request.

b)
Transfer of password. The password could be transferred in the password portion of the XUI, or it could be transferred inside the XML. It should be noted though that the password is not allowed to be interrogated, so if it is in XML consideration needs to be taken that the user cannot interrogate the password. The transfer will be treated in next meeting.

c)
Indication of requirement to provide password. It is proposed that an XML attribute or element is used to inform the UE that to change this service a password is needed. This element or attribute cannot be modified by the user. For next meeting.

d)
Network handling of password. Some text is most likely needed. For next meeting.
