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Introduction 
CT WGs started work on CT aspects of signalling reduction to enable light connection for LTE (LTE_LIGHT_CON-CT) with approval of a new Rel-14 at the December CT plenary meeting. Discussion already started in CT1 with discussion of several papers and sending of liaisons (LS) to other groups.

SA2 have discussed the impacts on stage 2 because of LTE_LIGHT_CON and sent an LS to S2-170695 which also contains a tdoc on “joint table of SA2 impact”.

SA3 have also discussed light connection work and provided a LS in Si3170035 providing analysis on fake base station attack while UE is in LTE light connection. Reply LS is available at CT1#102 from CT1 perspective.

Proposal 
To allow completion in Rel-14 of LTE_LIGHT_CON-CT, it is proposed to request for this work a Rel-14 exception.

CRs
Huawei, Qualcomm and Vodafone have already tabled CRs for the open issues of the work as summarized below (based on open issues outlined by C1-170807). CT4 aspects are however pending for stage 2 normative requirements though SA2 indicate in their LS (S2-170695) consensus on the impacts. CT6 aspects depend on agreement of the CT1 proposal to the NAS configuration MO (TS 24.368).
