Overall description
CT1 would like to inform SA3 of its decisions on the choice of protocol for the MCData signalling parameters, the MCData payload and its choice of media plane protocol for MCData communications (SDS and FD).
For the media plane protocol, CT1 has agreed to use the Message Session Relay Protocol (MSRP) as specified in IETF RFC 4975.

For the MCData signalling parameters and the MCData payload, CT1 has agreed to specify two new MIME types. One MIME body shall carry the MCData signalling parameters and another MIME body shall carry the MCData payload parameters. CT1 has agreed TLV message formats for both the MCData signalling parameters and MCData payload and confirms that the:
-
MCData signalling parameters and MCData payload formats will be used within SIP MESSAGE for standalone SDS via the signalling plane

-
MCData signalling parameters and MCData payload formats will be used within MSRP SEND messages for standalone SDS via the media plane and for SDS session

-
MCData signalling parameters and MCData payload formats will be used within SIP MESSAGE to send metadata and a URL reference in FD requests (for subsequent download of a file using HTTP).

-
MCData signalling parameters and MCData payload formats will be used within MSRP SEND for file distribution over the media plane.

-
MCData signalling parameters format will be used within SIP MESSAGE for disposition notifications sent via the signalling plane.

-
MCData signalling parameters format will be used for disposition notifications sent within MSRP SEND messages.
CT1 provides SA3 with the details of the MIME types and TLV message formats in the attachments to this LS.
