Types of 5GMM procedures

Three types of 5GMM procedures can be distinguished:

1)
Specific procedures:


At any time only one UE initiated registration management procedure can be running for each of the access network(s) that the UE is camping in. The procedures belonging to this type are:


Initiated by the UE and used e.g. to register to the network for 5GS services and establish a 5GMM context, to update the location/parameter(s) of the UE:

Initiated by the UE or the network and used to deregister from the network for 5GS services and to release a 5GMM context:

Connection management procedures:


Initiated by the UE and used to establish a connection to the network or to request the resource reservation for sending data, or both:

Generic UE configuration update procedure
7.3.2.1. General
The purpose of this procedure is to allow the AMF to update UE configuration. The AMF may require a confirmation response in order to ensure that the parameter has been updated by the UE. The confirmation is requested by including the Completion Indication Request IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND.

It is FFS which configuration parameters are updated by this procedure e.g. Mobility Restrictions, Temporary User ID, TAI list, UE NSSAI information, and policy information)

7.3.2.2. UE Configuration update send by the AMF
The AMF shall initiate the UE configuration procedure by sending the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND to the UE. If the AMF requests a confirmation it shall include the Completion Indication Request IE in the message and start timer TXXXX.
7.3.2.3 UE Configuration update received by the UE
Upon receiving the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND, the UE shall store the received parameters. If the Completion Indication Request IE is present in the message, the UE shall issue a CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMPLETE message. 
7.3.2.4 Abnormal cases in the UE
The following abnormal cases may occur
a) Transmission failure of the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMPLETE message. The UE shall not put in effect the received configuration parameters.
7.3.2.5 Abnormal cases on the network side

a) Expiry of timer TXXXX. The AMF shall on the first expiry of timer TXXXX, reset and restart timer TXXXX and shall retransmit the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND. This retransmission is repeated NNNN times. On the NNNN expiry of timer TXXXX the network shall abort the generic configuration update procedure.
