5.6.5
Support for local area data network

The access to a DN via a PDU session for a LADN (Local Area Data Network) is only available in a specific LADN service area. A LADN service area is a set of Tracking Areas. 5GC shall provide support for the UEs to be made aware of the availability of a LADN based on the UE location.

For LADNs, the AMF provides to the UE the LADN information about the LADN availability, and the AMF tracks and informs the SMF whether the UE is located in the LADN service area (i.e. the area of availability of the LADN).
The LADN Information is configured in the AMF on a per DN basis, i.e. for different UEs accessing the same LADN, the configured LADN service area is the same regardless of other factors (e.g. UE's Registration Area).
LADN Information provided to the UE by the AMF consists of LADN DNN and LADN service area information availability to the UE. The LADN service area information provided to the UE during the registration procedure includes a set of Tracking Areas that belong to the current Registration Area of the UE (i.e. the intersection of the LADN service area and the current Registration Area). The AMF does not create Registration Area based on the availability of LADNs.
NOTE 1:
It is thus possible that the LADN service area information sent by the AMF to the UE contains only a sub-set of the full LADN service area as the LADN service area can contain TA(s) outside of the registration area of the UE

When the UE performs a successful (Re)registration procedure, the AMF may provide to the UE, based on local configuration information (e.g. via OAM) about LADN Information, UE location UE subscription information received from the UDM about LADN DNNs that is subscribed by the UE, or policies provided by PCF, the LADN Information for the LADNs available to the UE in that RA in the (Re)registration response message.

When the LADN information for the UE in the 5GC is changed, the AMF may update LADN information to the UE through UE Configuration Update procedure.
Based on the LADN Availability information in the UE, the UE may request a PDU session establishment for an available LADN when the UE is located in the LADN service area. The UE should not request a PDU session for a LADN when the UE is located outside the LADN service area, and the SMF shall reject any such requests. The UE shall not trigger Service Request for the establishment of user plane for an LADN when the UE is located out of LADN service area, and the SMF shall reject the establishment of user plane for the LADN PDU session.
The SMF subscribes to "UE location notification" as described in clause 5.6.11. Based on the UE location information received from AMF, the SMF may decide:

-
whether the Network triggered Service request should be triggered for a LADN PDU session without active UP connection.

-
to release the PDU session, or

-
to deactivate the user plane connection for the PDU session and maintain the PDU session. The network may at any time, based on network policies, release the PDU session. The SMF may also request the UPF to discard downlink data for the PDU sessions and/or not send out Data Notification message to the SMF.

This decision may be influenced by local policies.

After the UE is paged and the UE triggers a service request procedure as described in clause 4.2.3.4 in TS 23.502 [3], if the SMF determines that the UE is out of the service area of the LADN based on the latest UE location received from the AMF, the SMF rejects the establishment of user plane for the LADN PDU session.

NOTE 2:
In this case, the Service request of UE can still be successful regardless whether the establishment of user plane of the LADN PDU session is rejected or not.

Editor's note:
It is FFS how to tell the UE that UP activation has been rejected due to LADN service area restriction
Upon leaving the LADN service area, the UE need not release the LADN PDU session, unless the UE receives an explicit PDU session release request from the network.

The SMF shall not trigger user plane re-establishment for a PDU session corresponding to an LADN if the SMF is aware that the UE is outside the area of availability of the LADN.

When the AMF detects that the UE has returned to the LADN service area, the AMF, based on the SMF subscription to an area of interest corresponding to a LADN, informs the SMF. If the SMF or UPF has pending DL data the SMF performs a Network Triggered Service Request to establish the User Plane(s) for the PDU sessions, otherwise the SMF will inform the UPF to resume sending DL data notifications to the SMF in case of DL data.
In this release, LADNs apply only to 3GPP accesses.

UE Configuration Update procedure
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Figure 4.2.4.2-1 UE Configuration Update procedure

0. AMF determines the necessity of UE configuration change due to various reasons (e.g. UE mobility change, NW policy, UE subscription change) or that the UE needs to perform a Registration Procedure. If a UE is in CM-IDLE, the AMF triggers Network triggered Service Request (in clause 4.2.3.4).
The AMF may include Handover Restriction List in N2 message that delivers UE Configuration Update command to the UE if the service area restriction for the UE is updated.

The AMF sends UE Configuration Update command containing UE parameter (5G-GUTI, TAI List, Allowed NSSAI, NITZ, Mobility Restrictions, LADN Information, Allowed NSSAI, NITZ, UE Configuration Update cause) to UE. 


The AMF includes only one or more of 5G-GUTI, TAI List, Allowed NSSAI, NITZ (Network Identity and Time Zone),Mobility Restrictions parameters or  LADN Information if the AMF wants to update these NAS parameters without triggering UE re-registration.


The AMF includes in the UE Configuration Update Command also a UE Configuration Update cause indicating whether the UE shall acknowledge the command or, in case the command is sent to trigger re-registration, containing Registration Update Request parameter, which indicates the cause for the re-registration and related information on UE behaviour (e.g. wait for CM-IDLE to perform re-registration).

If the UE Configuration Update cause requires acknowledgement of the UE Configuration Update Command, then the UE shall send a UE Configuration Update complete message to the AMF. The AMF should request acknowledgement for all UE Configuration Updates, except for NITZ.
NOTE:
Receiving UE Configuration Update command without a cause indicating the need to perform re-registration, can still trigger Registration update procedure by the UE for other reasons.

TR24.890 defines that the Local area data network (LADN) availability information IE as follows.

The UE can receive the Local area data network (LADN) availability information IE consisting of LADN DNN and LADN service area (a set of tracking areas that belong to the current registration area) information based on the UE location during the registration procedure (see 3GPP TS 23.501 [8] and 3GPP TS 23.502 [9]).

With above clarification, 

Proposal : add a LADN availability information as a parameter to be supported by the generic UE configuration update procedure.

NOTE: The encoding of the LADN availability information IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message is FFS and left out from of this pCR.

8.5.1.2.1
General

The purpose of this procedure is to allow the AMF to update UE configuration. The procedure may be initiated by the network and can only be used when the UE has an established 5GMM context, and the UE is in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode. The AMF may require a confirmation response in order to ensure that the parameter has been updated by the UE.

The following parameters are supported by the generic UE configuration update procedure:

Local area data network
The UE can receive the Local area data network (LADN) availability information IE consisting of LADN DNN and LADN service area (a set of tracking areas that belong to the current registration area) information based on the UE location during the registration procedure and Generic UE configuration update procedure (see 3GPP TS 23.501 [8] and 3GPP TS 23.502 [9]).

The UE may request a PDU session establishment for an available LADN when the UE is located in the LADN service area. If the UE has moved out of the LADN service area, the PDU session associated with the LADN may be deactivated or released by the SMF.
NOTE:
In this release, LADNs apply only to 3GPP accesses.
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
