Overall description
CT1 is discussing the UE processing and complexity introduced by reflective QoS. 
Unlike signaled QoS rule, a UE-derived QoS rule is created implicitly i.e. via downlink traffic without negotiation with the network. Thus it is possible that a given UE-derived QoS rule cannot be created or is deleted locally. 
Question 1: CT1 would like to understand whether the UE is required to notify the network when a given UE-derived QoS rule cannot be created, or when a given UE-derived QoS rules is deleted though the corresponding RQ timer is running?
Reflective QoS may also limit the achievable throughput of a UE with 5G NR which needs to be avoided.
Question 2: CT1 expects that the UE can change the support of Reflective QoS via PDU session modification procedure. Is this the correct understanding?
Question 3: CT1 expects that the UE supporting Reflective QoS may include an additional capability indicating the max data rates at which Reflective QoS may operate and beyond which Reflective QoS will not operate. Is this the correct understanding?
