Overall description
CT1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS (C1-174691/S2-178182) indicating their preference for UE signalling of security algorithm capability. CT1 would also like to thank other WGs for their LS and views of this same topic.
CT1 has discussed the preference indicated by SA2 i.e. specified functionality does not impose any new mandatory MME impacts compared to Dual Connectivity support and would like to express the following views:-

1. CT1 considers that for Rel-15, the NR security algorithms and the LTE security algorithms, differ only in name and not in functionality.

2. CT1 considers that a UE supporting E-UTRAN-NR Dual Connectivity which supports a certain set of LTE security algorithms would also support the corresponding NR security algorithms.
3. In Rel-15, it is not essential to signal the NR security algorithm capability if it is specified UE shall support the NR algorithms corresponding to the signalled LTE algorithms for E-UTRAN-NR Dual Connectivity. 
Thus mandatory changes to MME are not required to support E-UTRAN-NR Dual Connectivity.

4. In future releases, or Phases, if new NR security algorithm are developed solely for NR, these can then be supported by future changes/improvements to NAS signalling and then option updated MMEs can take those improvements in.
Given the above, CT1 believes that the current principle of using the NAS to signal the UE's security algorithm capabilities does meet SA2's preference that the there are no new imposed mandatory MME impacts.
