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	Reason for change:
	Currently, when there is congestion in NAS layer, the service request for originating MMTEL voice call will be rejected with a specific cause for congestion (EMM cause#22) but the IMS layer will not be informed of this issue until T3346 expires (default duration 15- 30 minutes).

While, this is understandable for a data session, for an outgoing voice call this waiting time is a limitation, moreover when another radio access is available (2G/3G or CS).
This CR proposes to introduce the capability for the UE to abort the current session establishment attempt and do an attempt to another radio access network if there is one available when the UE receives an indication from the lower layers that the service request has been rejected because of congestion.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	J.2.1.x subclause is added for abnormal cases describing the case for the UE unable to establish an MMTEL voice session due to congestion in the lower layers. In this case, the UE shall abort the current session establishment attempt and try to another radio access network if there is one available.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	When a voice call is attempted and there is congestion, the UE will not be able to attempt any new outgoing call before T3346 expiry (15-30 min). In some contries, emergency calls are treated as “normal” calls and thus will not be possible even if there is another radio acces available.

Abnormal case
Upon request from a user to establish a MMTEL voice session as described in subclause 5.2, if the UE receives a notification that the service request was not accepted due to congestion from the lower layers, and if an originating initial INVITE transaction for which 2xx response has not been recevied yet exists:
1) if a provisional response has been received, the UE shall cancel INVITE transaction; and

2) if an alternative radio access network is available, the UE shall attempt the MMTEL voice session on the alternative radio access network.
