2. Reason for Change
In the subclause 5.5.1 of TS 23.501,
For an UE that is registered over Non-3GPP access, a change of the point of attachment (e.g. change of WLAN AP) shall not lead the UE to perform a registration update procedure.
Additionally the UE does not run periodic registration update timer over the non-3GPP, the UE over the non-3GPP will not trigger the periodic registration update procedure.
However if the UE is in the 5GMM-REGISTERED state over the non-3GPP access, the UE is allowed to trigger the mobility update procedure to update e.g the UE network capability or the parameters.

5GMM-REGISTERED.ATTEMPTING-REGISTRATION-UPDATE

The substate 5GMM-REGISTERED.ATTEMPTING-REGISTRATION-UPDATE is chosen by the UE if the mobility and periodic registration update procedure failed due to a missing response from the network. No 5GMM procedure except:

-
mobility and periodic registration update procedure over 3GPP access; and

-
mobility registration procedure over non-3GPP access

shall be initiated by the UE in this substate. No data shall be sent or received.
NOTE:
Mobility registration procedure over non-3GPP access can be trigger by e.g. the change of UE network capability or renegotiating some parameters.
