This document discuss a SM-over-IP related problem and proposed solution.
2. Discussion

2.1 Problem description
According to the 3GPP technical specification 24.341 Support of SMS over IP networks: if an SM submit report is received from the SMS-IWMSC, the IP-SM-GW shall forwarding the submit report in a SIP MESSAGE request will contain the following information:

the Request-Disposition header which shall contain the "fork" and optionally the "parallel" directives;

If the UE is registered for IMS services with both the CS and IMS networks, then the S-CSCF should fork the SIP MESSAGE request to the CS and IMS networks. The mAGCF reject the SIP MESSAGE request with 415 (Unsupported Media Type) response code due to abnormal message.
In this scenario, the S-CSCF should not fork the SIP MESSAGE request to the mAGCF.
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2.2 Standard related description
On sending a REGISTER request, the SM-over-IP receiver shall indicate its capability to receive traditional short messages over IMS network by including a "+g.3gpp.smsip" parameter into the Contact header.

Further, when the IP-SM-GW delivering a SM or a status report in a SIP MESSAGE request, the SIP MESSAGE request will contain the Accept-Contact header:

the Accept-Contact header, which shall contain a "+g.3gpp.smsip" parameter and the "explicit" and "require" tags according to RFC 3841 [17];
When the IP-SM-GW forwarding the submit report in a SIP MESSAGE request, the Accept-Contact header is missing.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to add Accept-Contact header when the IP-SM-GW forwarding the submit report in a SIP MESSAGE request.
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
