It appears the chapter describing Identification procedure in sub clause 5.4.3 contradicts with the actual PDU contents.

​The chapter 5.4.3 mentions SUPI as one identity that can be requested from the UE. However, if one looks at the available 5GS identity types (table 9.8.3.3.1) that can be requested in IDENTITY REQUEST, SUPI is not one of them.

Same for PEI, actually the NW can request only IMEI (see 9.8.3.3 and table 9.8.3.3.1).

3. Conclusions

It’s proposed to update sub clause 5.4.3 to address SUCI instead of SUPI and IMEI instead of PEI.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v.1.1.1.

5.4.3.1
General
The purpose of this procedure is to request a particular UE to provide specific identification parameters, e.g. the SUCI or the IMEI. The SUCI is a privacy preserving identifier containing the concealed SUPI and IMEI is a format of PEI. The structure of the SUPI, PEI and their derivatives will be specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [4].
