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1. Introduction
As per the current 3GPP TS 24.501 version 1.1.1 the UE deletes the derived QoS rules under the following conditions:
· RQoS timer expires 

· Release of  the PDU session

· Inter system change from N1 mode to S1 mode
It may be beneficial to delete the derived QoS rules when UE enters idle-mode as well.
2. Reason for Change
Derived QoS rules are created for a PDU session when the reflective QoS in the UE creates derived QoS rules associated with a PDU session based on DL user data packets received via the PDU session. Creating and maintaining derived QoS rules generates additional requirements for the UE processing capacity. The UE can support only a limited number of concurrent derived QoS rules.
Derived QoS rules are intended to be used for a short period only. Hence it may be appropriate to delete the derived QoS rules when UE enters idle mode as the probability of UE transitioning back to connected mode and then re-using the derived QoS rules, before the expiry of the RQoS timer is quite small, if not entirely zero.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501, v1.1.1

Deleting a derived QoS rule in the UE

Upon expiration of timer X associated with a derived QoS rule, the UE shall remove the derived QoS rule.

Upon release of the PDU session, the UE shall remove the derived QoS rule(s) associated with the PDU session.
Upon transitioning to 5GMM-IDLE mode the UE shall remove the derived QoS rule(s) associated with all PDU sessions.
When a derived QoS rule is deleted, the timer X associated with the derived QoS rule shall be stopped.
