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1. Introduction
It is possible that a transmission failure abnormal case in the UE takes place during 5GMM procedures.
2. Reason for Change
In EPS (see TS 24.301), this is captured in the sub-clause 5.3.8 which provides the necessary information for UE implementation on how to handle the abnormal case. It is therefore proposed to follow similar logic in 5GS to help implementers to understand how to handle the abnormal case properly.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 v1.1.1.

Transmission failure abnormal case in the UE
The following abnormal case can be identified for 5GMM procedures:

a)
5GMM uplink message transmission failure indication by lower layers


When it is specified in the relevant procedure that it is up to the UE implementation to rerun the ongoing procedure that triggered that procedure, the procedure can typically be re-initiated using a retransmission mechanism of the uplink message (the one that has previously failed to be transmitted) with new sequence number and message authentication code information thus avoiding to restart the whole procedure.
